Access Statement For Applestore Cottage 
Introduction 

The Applestore Cottage is a two bedroom self-catering cottage which was converted in 2004 from a collapsing Georgian listed building. It is 5 starred and has a very high level of satisfaction reported by our guests. It is on two floors and is set in its own garden with parking adjacent. It is one of Noelle's Cottages.   
Pre-Arrival

Our website has wide-ranging and comprehensive information and is written in font and contrast that meets national recommendations. www.noellescottages.co.uk  
We have printed brochures available - you can request via the website.  
The cottages are within 100 metres of the A170 along which the Moorsbus and Coastliner bus services travel. The bus stop is 200 metres along the A170 although may stop on request at Middleton Hall.   
• Pickering is a brisk 20 minutes walk away - just over 1 mile. Buses from Malton terminate in Pickering.   
• Mini supermarket Londis is 500 metres away. Open extended hours.   
•Some provisions are provided in the cottage.  
•Contact Noelle to arrange food or meals to await your arrival.   
•Taxis are plentiful and available from Pickering. 
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
 
• There is parking for two vehicles accessed through main entrance to the Hall.   
•The parking is 10 metres from the front door across the Yorkshire stone flagged path set into the grass. (Can be seen on the website) 
•We meet our guests on arrival and will carry luggage into the cottage if requested. We encourage guests to phone before arrival to ensure they will be met.  
• The entrance gate to the private garden has a minimum width of 80cm leading on to a flag stepping stone path made from 80cm x 48cm slabs, with a gap of up to 40cm between flags.    
•The path is lit at the parking area and from the front door light.    
Main Entrance & Reception 
 
• The single entrance is a door, hinged on the left and opening inwards with a thumb latch at 130cm and lock at 78cm.   
• The door is 89cm wide.  
• There is a stone step of 2cm high with a weather-strip a further 2cm, the whole threshold being 29 cm wide. Leads onto a large doormat, 110cm wide. 
• Lighting can be varied.  
• Additional front door keys are available if required.     
• Guests are shown around the cottage and equipment and safety explained.  
• The floor is large with one rug under the coffee table. It is level with natural stone surface. 
Public Areas - General (Internal) 
 
•  The flooring downstairs is stone flags in the main sitting and circulation area and toilet changing to large ceramic tiles in the wet room, and quarry tiles in the kitchen. 
•  There is one rug in the sitting room.   
• There is a pay as you go mobile telephone in the kitchen, and a free broadband Internet Wi-Fi point.   
• Lighting can be varied.   
• Decoration is pale and of low contrast until the flooring. 
• Carpeted stairs accessed by 22cm stone step. Stair width is 70cm, step height is 21cm. 90 degree turn leads to 8 steps with handrail on left. 
• Linked fire alarm throughout.   
• Central heating and wood burning stove 
Public Areas - WC 
 
• Access to traditional earth closet converted to water closet toilet between 28cm gap between movable sofas. Two steps (17cm and 19cm) up to usable entrance width of 45cm. Small basin at 85cm with 2 traditional cross taps. Toilet at 40cm with no side access. Chain pull at 120cm. 
• Further toilet in the ensuite adjacent to the double bedroom. 
Restaurant / Dining Room, Bar & Lounges, Take Away & Cafe 
 
• Access to kitchen is through a hinged left door with a minimum width of 67cm. 2 steps  of 17cm and 16cm onto even quarry tiled floor.  
• A farmhouse table 90 x 150 cm and 78 cm high has six kitchen chairs around it, each having cushions at 49 cm and 41 cm wide.  
• The work surface is at 91 cm with toaster and microwave available at this height. The sink has two cam shaped tap knobs leading to a mixer spout.  
• The oven, dishwasher and washer/drier are at floor level.  
• The hob has four gas rings at 91 cm controlled by rotary knobs.  
• Floor level cupboards contain most of the cutlery and pans. Wall mounted cupboards contain glasses and some crockery. 
• The freezer is from floor level to 85 cm with the fridge on top from 88 cm to 150 cm.

• The cottage has its own garden.  
• Guests may access our garden, the wildlife woodland area or the trampoline in the paddock if they have experience and can provide adequate supervision.

Bedrooms 
 
• The stairs and first floor is carpeted throughout with a pale largely wool carpet.  
• The twin bedroom is large and has two single beds 55 cm high and 102 cm wide with good access to one side of each.   
• An occasional sofa bed is largely used for seating. Spare linen is in a chest in the room.  
• All sheets are cotton, pillows down and duvets are down and feather filled. 

 Access is via 70 cm wide and 178 cm high with thumb latch at 122 cm.  
• The double room is accessed via a low door with thumb latch. It is 66 cm wide and 147 cm high with two steps down both 14 cm high and carpeted.  
• The bed is 55 cm high and 155 cm wide.  
• Sheets are cotton, pillows down and the duvet is down and feather.  
• There is a Velux fire escape window over the bed.  
• Access to bathroom with toilet, basin, bath and hand shower 
 
Bathroom, Shower-room & WC [Ensuite or Shared] 
 
• Wet room leading off living area. Door 77cm minimum width, sink at 80 cm with 2 cross taps. Electric power shower with two rotational temperature and flow controls, at 177cm and on/off push button at 154cm. 
• Double room ensuite accessed via door 60 cm wide 180 cm high thumb latch at 120 cm.  
• Wooden floor with rugs.  
• Toilet at 44 cm 
• Good access both sides. Bath 55 cm in front of toilet. Right-sided flush handle at 72 cm  
• Bath 54 cm high, 59 cm wide and 150 cm (int.) long.  
• two cross taps to mixer and hand shower controlled by handle.  
• Basin at 81 cm with two traditional cross taps.  
Self-Catering Kitchen 
 
• Work surfaces are at 91cm, sink with cam shaped taps and single mixer at 91cm. Oven, dishwasher, and washer/dryer in floor units. Hob with four rotary controls at 91cm. Wall mounted cupboards for crockery and glass wear. 
Grounds and Gardens 
 
• There is a private garden attached to the cottage. The grassed area is gently sloping, less than 1:20 and is surrounded by narrow borders. The garden is not child secure. Guests may access our large garden, the paddock with mowed path through long grass, the trampoline and the woodland area.
