Access Statement For The Barn, Middleton.  
Introduction 

The Barn is a two/three bedroom self-catering cottage which was converted in 2008 from a collapsing Georgian listed building. It is largely on one level with two mezzanine bedrooms, one at each end of the Barn. It has its own private garden and parking. It is the latest of Noelle's Cottages.  
Pre-Arrival 
 
• Noelle can be contacted by phone 01751 472283 or by post to Middleton Hall, Pickering, YO18 8NX.  
• Our website has wide ranging and comprehensive information and is written in font and contrast that meets national recommendations. www.noellescottages.co.uk. We are developing a link to the text in large, dyslexia friendly font.
• We have printed brochures available - you can request via the website. 
• The cottages are within 100 metres of the A170 along which the Moorsbus and Coastliner bus services travel. The bus stop is 200 metres along the A170 although may stop on request at Middleton Hall.  
• Pickering is a brisk 20 minutes walk away - just over 1 mile. Buses from Malton terminate in Pickering.  
• Mini supermarket Londis is 500 metres away. Open extended hours.  
• Some provisions are provided in the cottage. 
• Contact Noelle to arrange food or meals to await your arrival.  
• Taxis are plentiful and available from Pickering.  
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
 
• There is parking available for two vehicles.  
• The parking is 10 metres from the front door and is on a flat, gravel surface.    
• We meet our guests on arrival and will carry luggage into the cottage if requested. We encourage guests to phone before arrival to ensure they will be met.   
• The parking and access to The Barn is lit from the front door light.   
Main Entrance & Reception 
 
• The single entrance is a door, hinged on the left opening outwards with a handle and lock at 112cm.  
• The door is 93cm wide or can be opened further if required. 
• There is a step of 6cm high with a weather strip a further 1cm, the whole threshold being 10 cm wide 
• Lighting can be varied. 
• Additional front door keys are available if required.    
• Guests are shown around the cottage and equipment and safety explained. 
• The floor is gravel on the outside and flat stone flags with level grout inside.  
Public Areas - General (Internal) – Open plan kitchen / living area 
 
• The flooring downstairs is stone flags in the main sitting and circulation area changing to hardwood flooring leading to the lounge area, study/third bedroom and toilet.  
• There is free broadband internet Wi-Fi access throughout the property.  
• Lighting can be varied.  
• Decoration is pale and of low contrast until the flooring.  
• Stairs wind up from the main open plan area to bedroom 2 on a straight set with original walnut hardwood steps.  
• 13 stairs with tread height 19 cm and depth 16cm. Hand rail at 90 cm on the left.  
• Linked fire alarm throughout.  
• Underfloor heating downstairs with thermostatic radiators upstairs. 

Public Areas - General (Internal) – Second lounge area

• The passage way leading to the second lounge is hardwood flooring with a wet-room and utility room leading from it. There is one step followed by 2 further steps into the second lounge.

• Underfloor heating downstairs with thermostatic radiators upstairs. 

• 13 stairs with tread height 19 cm and depth 16cm turning 180ᵒ. Hand rail at 90 cm on the right.  
• One large rug under the coffee table. Two sofas and large flat-screen TV with DVD player.   


Public Areas – Wet-room
 
• Access to the wet-room is by a door hinged on the left 69 cm wide, handle at 85 cm with internal bolt at 95cm. 
• Minimum internal width 85 cm.  
• Access to both sides of toilet at 42cm height, flush plate is located centrally with a full or half flush option at 77cm. 
• Basin at 85 cm with modern twist taps. 
Public Areas – Bathroom


• Access to the bathroom is by a door hinged on the left 69 cm wide, handle at 85 cm with internal bolt at 95cm. 
• Minimum internal width 85 cm.  
• Access to both sides of toilet at 42cm height, flush plate is located centrally with a full or half flush option at 77cm. 
• Basin at 85 cm with modern twist taps. 
• Large bath with taps on the wall allowing easy access.
Laundry 
 
• Washing machine and drier are provided in the utility room 
Outdoor Facilities 
 
• Private garden with seating on upright chairs.  
• One acre of paddock and woodland offers natural history interest.  
• A path is kept mown, once the daffodils finish flowering, which winds through the long grass of the paddock. 
• A gently sloping, bark covered path circles through the woodland area which is filled with wildflowers and a variety of wildlife.  
Bedrooms 
 
• Two first floor bedrooms equipped with cotton sheets, feather duvets and pillows with 2 soft cotton towels each.  

• Double bedroom accessed spiral staircase leading from the second lounge area. Large walk-in wardrobe leads from the bedroom. 
• Bed is 60 cm high and 153 cm wide with wide access to the right, 90 cm to the left. 
• Split level window allowing natural light into the bedroom with blinds and a Velux window at high level with internal blind controlled remotely.  
• The bedroom floor is covered with hardwood flooring. 

• The twin room is accessed via staircase leading from the open plan kitchen and living area. 
• Two beds at 64 cm height and 96 cm wide. Good access to both sides of beds 
• Bath 58 x 148 cm internal and 55 cm height.  
• 2 traditional cross taps to mixer and handle for hand shower.  
• Basin 90 cm height with 2 traditional cross taps. 
Self-Catering Kitchen 
 
• Ground floor kitchen next to large dining area with Yorkshire flag floor level with underfloor heating.  
• Worksurfaces at 90 cm height and 64cm deep. Cupboards and equipment below. Wall hung cupboards contain glasses, crockery. 
• All cupboard handles are of thin bar like design.  
• Worktop induction hob with four rings controlled by touch-screen panel.  
• Sink at worktop height with two lever taps to mixer spout.  
• Worktop level microwave and toaster.  
• Good worktop lighting 
• Low level fridge in kitchen with low level front access deep freeze in adjacent area.  
Grounds and Gardens 
 
• Mixed plantings and trees   
• Paths are bark. The patio can be accessed through the glass back door with 2 steps up from the second lounge area. 
• Patio is level with Yorkshire stone flags which may become slippery in the wet or icy weather. 
• Lighting over the patio and door and at the entrance to the parking area.  
• Four seat bench/table combination on the patio.
