Access Statement For Coach House Cottage, Middleton.  
Introduction 

The Coach House is a two bedroom self-catering cottage which was converted in 2006 from a collapsing Georgian listed building. It is 5 starred and has a very high level of satisfaction reported by our guests. It is on two floors and is set in its own garden with parking adjacent. It is one of Noelle's Cottages.  
Pre-Arrival 
 
• Noelle can be contacted by phone 01751 472283 or by post to Middleton Hall, Pickering, YO18 8NX.  
• Our website has wide-ranging and comprehensive information and is written in font and contrast that meets national recommendations. www.noellescottages.co.uk 
• We have printed brochures available - you can request via the website. 
• The cottages are within 100 metres of the A170 along which the Moorsbus and Coastliner bus services travel. The bus stop is 200 meters along the A170 although may stop on request at Middleton Hall.  
• Pickering is a brisk 20 minutes walk away - just over 1 mile. Buses from Malton terminate in Pickering.  
• Mini supermarket Londis is 500 metres away. Open extended hours.  
• Some provisions are provided in the cottage. 
• Contact Noelle to arrange food or meals to await your arrival.  
• Taxis are plentiful and available from Pickering.  
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
 
• There is parking for two vehicles accessed down a private drive.  
• The parking is 40 metres from the front door and down a gentle slope - maximum 1:10 initially on fine gravel then on flat cobbles minimum 110 cm wide.  
• A path 55 cm wide leads off to bins - top flapped wheelie type.  
• We meet our guests on arrival and will carry luggage into the cottage if requested. We encourage guests to phone before arrival to ensure they will be met. 
• The path terminates onto Yorkshire stone flags with wide joints - 2cm  
• The path is lit at the parking area and from the front door light.   
Main Entrance & Reception 
 
• The single entrance is a door, hinged on the left opening inwards with a round door knob and lock at 112cm.  
• The door is 93cm wide. 
• There is a stone step of 4cm high with a weather strip a further 1cm, the whole threshold being 14 cm wide 
• Lighting can be varied. 
• Additional front door keys are available if required.  
• The burglar alarm is activated by the key fob.  
• Guests are shown around the cottage and equipment and safety explained. 
• The floor is flat stone sets with rough but level grout.  
Public Areas - General (Internal) 
 
• The flooring downstairs is stone sets in the main sitting and circulation area changing to large ceramic tiles in the kitchen, dining area and toilet.  
• There are two rugs in the sitting room and a further rug under the dining table.  
• There is a free telephone in the open plan area downstairs and a free broadband Internet Wi-Fi point.  
• Lighting can be varied.  
• Decoration is pale and of low contrast until the flooring.  
• Carpet covered stairs wind up from the main open plan area.  
• 13 stairs with tread height 19 cm and depth 16cm two 90' turns. Hand rail at 90 cm on the right.  
• Linked fire alarm throughout.  
• Underfloor heating downstairs with thermostatic radiators upstairs 
Public Areas - WC 
 
• Beyond the kitchen is a toilet accessed by door hinged on the right 69 cm wide, handle at 85 cm with internal bolt at 95cm. 
• Minimum internal width 85 cm.  
• Access to both sides of toilet at 42cm height, handle flush on right at 77cm 
• Basin at 85 cm with two traditional cross handled taps. 
Restaurant / Dining Room, Bar & Lounges, Take Away & Cafe 
 
• A solid wood table at  74 cm height 79 x 159 cm with four arm chair dining chairs with cushions, 52 cm height and 48 cm wide. 
• Ceramic tiled floor.  
• Short pile rug under the table.  
• Good access around the table

• Washing machine and drier in the kitchen

Outdoor Facilities 
 
• Private garden with seating on either upright chairs or recliners.  
• One acre of paddock and woodland offers natural history interest.  
• A path is kept mown, once the daffodils finish flowering, which winds through the long grass of the paddock. 
• A gently sloping, bark covered path circles through the woodland area which is filled with wildflowers and a variety of wildlife.

• Two first floor bedrooms equipped with cotton sheets, feather duvets and pillows with 2 soft cotton towels each.  
• Double bedroom accessed by 73 cm wide door hinged on Right 
• Bed is 60 cm high and 153 cm wide with wide access to the right, 90 cm to the left. 
• 3 low level windows with blinds or curtains and a Velux window at high level with internal blind.  
• The entire first floor is covered with pale medium pile, largely wool carpet. 
• The twin room is accessed via Right hinged door 74 cm wide 
• Two beds at 64 cm height and 96 cm wide. Good access to both sides of beds 
Bathroom, Shower-room & WC [Ensuite or Shared] 
 
• Double room - Ensuite shower room access through door 63cm with thumb latch at 128cm basin at 82 cm having two traditional cross taps.  
• Shower cubicle door opens to 40 cm with a step up of 25cm and internal lip of 10 cm.  Single handle operation at 120cm 
• Toilet at 42 cm with right side handle flush at 82 cm  
• Twin bedroom en suite accessed through 66 cm wide left hung door 
• Tiled floor 
• Toilet at 42 cm height good access either side. Right flush handle at 73 cm 
• Bath 58 x 148 cm internal and 55 cm height.  
• 2 traditional cross taps to mixer and handle for hand shower.  
• Basin 90 cm height with 2 traditional cross taps. 
Self-Catering Kitchen 
 
• Ground floor kitchen next to large dining area all with ceramic tile floor level with underfloor heating.  
• Work surfaces at 90 cm height and 64cm deep. Cupboards and equipment below. Wall hung cupboards contain glasses, crockery. 
• All cupboard handles are of thin bar like design.  
• Worktop hob with four gas rings controlled by twist knobs.  
• Sink at worktop height with two lever taps to mixer spout.  
• Worktop level microwave and toaster.  
• Good worktop lighting 
• Low level fridge in kitchen with low level front access deep freeze in adjacent area.

• 2 further upright chairs alongside the path
